The Commission progressively planned and later implemented a ban on the use of anabolic and
androgenic steroids at the start of the 2008 racing season and made notice of such to the industry as early as December, 2007

As with past years, 2008 was no different with increased competition from neighboring states for horses, but now with
Maryland being the next state to add video lottery terminals joining Pennsylvania, Delaware will find itself surrounded on al
borders vying for the same entertainment dollars. The Commission continues to be supportive to the growth of horse racing by
giving the Delaware Racing and Delaware Horsemen Associations tools which can be utilized to maintain their
competitiveness. A committed approach by Delaware Park to make improvements to the patron and stable areas enhances tf
image of the track making it one of the most picturesque facilities in America. At this writing, the 2009 racing datebéewve
approved by the DTRC which will see a reduction in Kdive
looking forward, the adjusted schedule will assist the Racing Association in being able to card full fields of horses while
maintaining a respectable purse distribution continuing to attract premium horses.
